In Buddhism, the teachings are arranged through the eight-fold
path, four noble truths, symbols and five precepts. The eightfold
path is the path to the end of suffering.

Sangha, meaning ‘company’ or ‘community’, refers to the monastic
communities of monks and nuns across the Buddhist world. The
Sangha has kept Buddhist texts safe over the centuries and has
also provided inspiration and guidance on how to live a good
Buddhist life.
