What are Objects Made From?
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-Materials are the substances that objects

are made from.

-We use lots of different materials every
day, e.g. metal, plastic, wood, and glass.

-Different materials have different
properties, which make them useful for
different things, e.g. hard, bendy,
waterproof

- Some materials are used to make many
things.

Types of Materials

Metal

-Metals are made from rocks.
-Metal is strong and shiny.

-Metals include aluminum, iron and steel.

Glass

-Glass is made from fine sand.

-Glass is very strong and see through
(transparent).

-Glass is used for windows and glasses.
