• Christmas:  Christian Festival that marks the birth of 

Jesus Christ. 

• Prophet:  Someone appointed by God to be His

• Prophecy:  A message inspired by God – Divine 

revelation. 

• Advent:  The period just before Christmas, when 

Christians celebrate the coming of Christ. 

• Biblical meaning of peace:  The experience of salvation 

that comes from God or the harmonious relationships 

between persons. 

• Prince of Peace:  

Title given to Jesus in the 

book of Isaiah to describe 

the awaited Messiah - the 

anointed one. 

 

• Gold: A precious metal, symbolising the 

Kingship of God. 

• Frankincense: A substance that is 

burnt to 

symbolise 

prayer 

rising 

upwards.   

• Myrrh:  A perfume that was used to 

anoint the dead, pointing to Jesus’s 

suffering and death.
