century a period of one hundred years.

During this period England changed from a rural, agricultural country to
an urban, industrialised one and population more than doubled. This
radically altered the nature of society, taking many years for both
government and people to adjust to the new conditions. Some of the
changes included jobs, architecture, rights, everyday items and school.
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
