The two competing sides in WW1 were known as the Triple Entente, which
consisted of France, Great Britain and Russia. The second alliance was known as
the Central Powers, which consisted of Austria-Hungary and Germany.

The archduke Franz Ferdinand was assassinated causing a chain reaction of
Europe’s major powers declaring war on each other to honour promises, they
had made to stand alongside each other in the face of war.
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
