Key question: How has the Christian message survived for over 2000 

years? 
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Facts 

 In the Bible, Jesus was crucified, died, rose from the dead 

three days later and then ascended into Heaven. 

 Following Jesus’ Ascension, the Holy Spirit came through 

wind, a dove and tongues of fire and was poured upon Jesus’ 

followers. This was the first Pentecost and the birth of the 

Christian Church. 

 In the book of Acts (of the Apostles) in The Bible, we read 

how the followers of Jesus began to spread the “Good News” 

(gospel) after receiving the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. 

 Confirmation is the point in the Christian journey at which 

Christians affirm for themselves the faith into which they 

have been baptised. They express their intention to live a life 

as a committed Christian. 
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
